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HELPFUL INFORMATION REGARDING BOOTH S AND DEMONSTRATIONS

theme of the show by constructing booths that tie in with the theme. During judging, 

units that have incorporated the theme of the show will be rewarded for doing so.

Helpful hints for creating an exciting demonstration. 

 

1.  Secure help for the subject selected, such as other unit leaders, parents, merit 

badge counselors, consultants, etc. 

2. Perfect demonstration skill by frequent practice. 

3. Plan the layout of your exhibit. 

a. Select title or identity of your subject.  Keep words short and simple. 

Make it personal to attract attention.  If possible convey action.  Identify 

the boys on duty and develop a shift schedule so all the boys can 

participate. 

b. Use unit, patrol and den flags. 

c. Develop text for any written work appearing on the signs you make. 

d. Make letters large enough to be seen. 

e. Use freehand lettering or glue-on letters.  Stencil letters can be used if they 

are the right style and size. 

4.  Select material with care. 

a. Use the real thing when possible, itôs better than models.  Where possible, 

use items that were actually made by the unit members. 

b. Keep safety and security in mind. 

c. Use sturdy construction. 

d. Use flame proof decorations, flame proof or fire retarding crepe papers or 

treated cloth.

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5.  Plan audience participation.  Encourage visitors to try an activity, test visitorsô 

knowledge with homemade games, etc. 

6. Distribute samples where possible of cooked food, leather novelties, etc. 

7. For group demonstrations use a barker or speaker to report on the activities. 

REMEMBER ï NO PA system. 

8. Encourage spectators to ask questions. Put signs up saying ñAsk Questionsò. 
Make certain your scouts speak up. 

9. Start over when the demonstration has reached its completion.  For instance ï take 

apart lashings in a pioneering demonstration and start over. 

10.  Schedule replacement dens, patrols or teams often enough to that the 

demonstrations are always fresh and exciting, and all unit members get a chance 

to participate. 

11. Plan the demonstration so all scouts in the display have something specific to do.  

They are the stars of the show and should be cast in the best roles. 

12. Experienced exhibitors know they have just 60 seconds to achieve three basic 

objectives, attracting spectators attention, involving them mentally, and 

motivating them into action. Demonstration should be planned with this in mind. 

13. Identify your booth with a sign that show your unit number, charter partner, 

District and theme. 

14. Uniforms are important.  Every Scout should be checked for personal appearance 

by their leader before he goes on duty. 

15. Set up your display and rehearse. 

16. Have fun at the Scout Show and your visitors will also have fun.  Remember, 

leaders you have a great impact because ï Leaders set the example! 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

LAKES PARK RULES AND REGULATIONS  

¶  Pets prohibited throughout the park. 

¶ No alcoholic beverages. 

¶ Vehicles must remain on roadways or in designated areas. Lock your car, we are 

not responsible for valuables left in your car or the park. 

¶ Artifacts, driftwood, natural or man-made features are protected by county law, no 

collecting. 

¶ Feeding of animals is prohibited. 

¶ Launching of watercraft is prohibited except by special permit. 

¶ Freshwater state fishing regulations are enforced. 
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OTHER PANTHER DISTRICT SCOUT SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS  

¶ It is the responsibility of all Scouts and unit leaders to adhere to the rules outlined 

in the ñGuide to Safe Scouting.ò  Always have a copy on hand! 

¶ Each unit is to have the following on display at each booth: a properly filled out 

Local Tour Permit; a First Aid Kit; and, two-deep adult leadership - at all times.  

¶ GROUND FIRES ARE NOT PERMITTED AT LAKES PARK.  

¶ All booths must be manned by at least two uniformed Scouts at all times. Failure 

to comply will result in the unit losing points during judging of the booth. All 

Scout Show staff will be enforcing this rule at all times! 

¶ All footwear must be closed toed shoes. No scouts are permitted to wear sandals 

(Crocs are ok) at any time during the show, to include the contests. Sneakers are 

the recommended footwear for athletic contest participants. 

¶ Cub Scouts are not permitted to wander alone. Each Cub Scout must be 

supervised (at all times) by an adult leader or parent and are expected to use the 

buddy system. Boy Scouts and Venturers are also expected to use the buddy 

system at all times. Adult leaders are expected to keep tabs on where their unit 

members are at all times.  Remember, this event is open to the public! 

¶ Each unit is expected to supply their unit with adequate drinking water and 

supplies.  

¶ All scouts are expected to be in Class A uniform when at their booths (unless 

prior arrangements have been made with the Scout Show Committee), during the 

Show Opening, Show Parade, and the Show Closing Ceremonies. All Scouts are 

expected to comply. Failure to do so may result in their unit being penalized for 

failure to show Scout Spirit! 

¶ Class B ñActivityò uniforms may be worn when Scouts are competing in events. 

¶ The Scout Law must be followed at all times! The 2008 Panther District Scout 

Show is our chance to show the community what scouting is all about. Letôs make 

sure that they see us at our best!  We want to recruit new members! 

 

 

 

 

CAMPING RULES AND REGULATIONS  

 

¶ Camping is only permitted in designated areas assigned by Lakes Park and the 

Scout Show Committee. Reservations and local tour permits must be made with 

the Panther District prior to the normal two week deadline.  

¶ No fires are permitted in the camping area. 

¶ No stoves are permitted in the camping area. It is recommended that units eat 

dinner prior to their arrival on Friday evening and that they bring with them 

snacks that do not require cooking. It is also recommended that units have a cold 

breakfast on Saturday morning (i.e. cereal), or send an adult leader to a nearby 

restaurant to purchase a cooked breakfast.  Park concessionaires will also have 

food for sale. 
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¶ Units should encourage Scouts to pack light (camping is for one night only), and 

should to share tents in order to save camping area space. All units are to camp 

together in one designated area. Upon arrival, units will be expected to check-in 

with staff at the Scout Show Committee pavilion. There will be staff on duty 

whose responsibility is to show your unit where to camp.  

¶ Scouts are to use the park restroom facilities. Please keep them clean. Lee County 

Parks and Recreation staff will be on duty on Saturday to clean them, but we must 

do our best to keep them in an orderly fashion.  

¶ The curfew (lights out) for scouts is 11:30 pm. Adult leaders are asked to police 

their own units. Scout Show Security Staff will periodically check on the camp to 

ensure that this curfew is being followed. Scouts who fail to follow the rules may 

be asked to leave the premises. 

¶ On Saturday morning (prior to the beginning of the show at 8:45 am) all units are 

expected to pack their gear and vacate the camping area. This rule is designed to 

protect you and your youthôs equipment. The Scout Show is open to the general 

public, and as a result the Scout Show Committee and/or Lakes Park cannot take 

responsibility for the safety of your equipment. If your gear is put away you will 

not have to worry about it being stolen or damaged.  

¶    Please ensure that your designated camping area is free of trash prior to your unit 

vacating of the area. 

¶    For more information regarding camping rules and regulations, and other    

inquiries please contact a member of the committee.
